ITEM NO.   

 

5.01  Update of FMP Process  

1) Approximately 580 members of the Orinda USD community have been involved in the FMP 

process thus far, over almost 40 meetings.  
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5.02  Scope of Work Categories  

1) As master planning costs are developed for each site, the types of work are broken out into 

16 different scope categories.  See pages 9 through 19 of the FMPC #5 presentation for the 

Scope of Work Categories.  

 

5.03  Total Program Costs  

1) As the budget was developed, certain unknowns were excluded:  

¶ Utility hook-up fees and city connections  

¶ Off-site work 

¶ Land acquisition costs (if applicable)  

¶ Hazardous material surveys, abatement, and disposal  

¶ Escalation (costs are in 2018 dollars) 

¶ Other unknowns such as cont ractor contingency and interim housing  

2) See pages 20-23 of the FMPC #5 presentation for costs by site and a matrix of costs per 

scope category by site.  

 

5.04  Overview of General Obligation Bonds  

1) Bonding capacity is based on assessed valuation of all property within the District.  This is  

not to be confused with current value of the home if it were to be sold today.  An example 

was shared about a homeowner who pays a tax rate based on the sales price of the home 

when purchased in the 1970s (approximately $300,000), when the home is current ly worth 

approximately $4M.  This is great news for the long -time homeowners of Orinda, but not as 

fortunate for the school district.  

2) General Obligation (GO) Bonds can only be used for capital facilities and can only be sought 

during regular elections (Jun e/November of 2018 or 2020).  There is no senior exemption 

on a GO Bond. 

3) A parcel tax can be sought at any time, but generally is not used for facilities.  

4) Bonds can be issued at any time as long as the District stays within the $30 tax rate 

constraint and meet other IRS requirements. 

5) Bond rating: Orinda USD has an excellent credit rating, which means the District can borrow 

for a lower interest rate than Districts with a lower credit rating.
